Advanced Geometry Name:
Side-Splitting Theorem

"A line parallel to one side of the triangle splits the other two sides proportionally."
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Other Results (Corollaries):

(A)  Three or more parallel lines split two intersecting
transversals proportionally.

(B)  Two lines are parallel if and only if they split
transversals proportionally.
